ABA RULES

Revised December 10, 2007

1. All scorecards must be shuffled and groups louste
A Group with 3 or 4 friends or family members, parsoutside person is considered
busted, provided that the outside person is onlkeec$corekeepers for the group.

2. Double scoring shall occur. Scorecards shatidlected at the completion of each
course. Scorecards shall not be altered afterttbetsr signs his or her score card to
verify the accuracy of his or her score. The shoistsolely responsible for making sure
that the score card is legible, completed in it¥ety, signed, and accurate. Any
inaccuracies in the scorecard, regardless of caueesult in the disqualification of the
shooter. To the extent that a majority of the ABdald of Directors believes that the
shooter signed a score card which reflects a sotale greater than the score actually
shot, the shooter shall be ineligible to competany ABA sanctioned event for one year
immediately following the Board's determination.

3. Shooters are responsible for their own scorac@dplicate cards will not be issued
for any lost, damaged or stolen cards.

3A. All scorecards will be kept by host club foreofl) year.

4. Once a shooter begins shooting a course he/gkefimish with his/her own group or
as assigned by range official. Any shooter or grigh leaves a range without the
authorization of a range official will not be alled to continue.

5. To score, arrows must be stuck in the targetn&¥sed pass through or bounce outs
are to be scored as agreed on by the majorityeofjtbup, or re-shot before shooters
advance to the target. A pass through is definethasrow passing completely, through
a target, with material 360 degrees around thenadeaving both an entrance and exit
hole.

5A. An arrow that hits a nock end of an arrow ia thArget must comply with the
following: 1. It must show physical evidence. 2. \B#nessed by two or more peers.



3 Final decision must be made by the group befareimy to the next target. It will then
and only then be scored the same as the arrow eletiéd the target.

5B. Any arrow released accidentally or deliberateily be, if not in scoring area of
target, scored as a O. Any arrow, which is dropgredican be recovered while touching
the stake may be re-nocked and re-shot.

6. For all sanctioned ABA Shooting events, the isgpmust be as follows:

* 12 - Smallest circle nearest the vital area. Apgmnately 25% of the ten ring will be
used. Arrow must at least touch the circle.

* 10 - Circle inside vital area. Arrow must at leamuch circle.

* 8 - Vital area other than the 10 point circlerédw must at least touch the vital area
line.

* 5 - Remainder of the animal touching body color.

* 0 - A hitin the horn or hoof not touching bodglar, any other miss, or glance off.

All scoring zones shall/can be used unless othermided at shooting stake.

7. Targets must be scored by both scorekeepersebafmws are pulled. Early pulled
arrows score - 0. Repeated offenses will resuthénoffending shooter being
disqualified. All score cards must be filled outqaetely, totaled correctly and legibly
and must be turned in immediately at the courserbdéaving. Non-compliance will
result in disqualification.

8. Targets are to be set at unmarked distancem@ages up to 50 yards max. (45.72
meters) +2%.

ORANGE 50YRDS
GREEN 45YRDS
YELLOW 35YRDS
WHITE 30YRDS

The vital areas are to be open and targets distshghle.



Ranges are to consist of 2-D silhouette or 3-D gypienal targets. Mixture of targets
(size, type, etc.) is allowed with official ABA stog areas.

9. Shooting stakes:

Money-Orange- MBRM, MBOM - Approx. 50 yards Max.
Money-Green- FBOM, FBRM - Approx. 45 yards Max.
Money-HCMM, HCMF-Yellow Approx. 35 yards Max.

Orange - MBO, MBR - Orange Stake 50 YD. Max.

Green - FBO, FBR, FSR, MCBH, MSR, FBF and MBF
Green Stake 45 yard max.

Yellow - HCM, HCF, YM, MCU, HCAM, HCAF, FCU and YFrellow stake
35 yard max.

White - CUB, FTRD, RU, MTRD, PCBH, TRDH and YTRD.
White stake 30 yard max.

10. Stakes farthest from the target must be shgif finless directed otherwise by an
ABA shoot official.

11. When shooting, the shooter must touch the stétkea portion of his/her body.

12. Allotted Shooting Time:
Two minutes for the first shooter in the group.srtime will begin when the group in
front of yours clears the target, or if the tangetlear when your group approaches.

Each following shooter in the group will have twinoites to shoot his or her arrow. This
two minute time limit begins when the shooter befgou in your group releases his or
her arrow. A shooter found in violation of thiseuhay have five points deducted from
his or her score.



USE OF BINOCULARS :

A. In consideration of time, no shooter may gldmestarget from the shooting stake after
taking his or her shot. Shooters may glass thestgmgor to shooting, but are reminded of
the time restriction for their shot. A shooter fdun violation of this rule may have five
points deducted from his or her score.

B. Each group is responsible for the shooters witheir group. If other groups point out
the time to your group, then it is your respongipilo speed up and stay within the
allotted time. If another group protests you orrygroup, the entire group can have five
points deducted from each shooters score.

No warning will be given!

C. Cameras or range finding devices are not allowvedny of the shooting ranges
regardless of use. Binoculars (hand held) will b@sed with any magnification.

13. All protests are to be filed with the protestrenittee. No protest will be heard until
the protest committee receives a $50.00 fee wilptbtest form. All protests must be
filed within one hour after the ranges close fatttiay. All decisions of the protest
committee are final, unless a written appeal of finatest decision is received by the
ABA business office within five working days of tipeotest committee's decision. The
ABA board of Directors will hear any appeals ofratpst committee's decision at the
next scheduled meeting.

All decisions by the ABA board of directors will ieal.

14. There is to be no discussion of yardage umtyjet has been scored. Discussion is
restricted to shooters that have already shottasget.



15. EQUIPMENT

A. Limb bolts. Once a shooter begins a courser tieeb bolts may not be adjusted until
after the equipment can be checked by range dfieiethe completion of that course.

B. STABILIZER - Any device used for stabilizatioh the bow.

C. NOTE-This rule has been amended to allow stadygilonger than 12 inches in all
classes except traditional and hunter classes.

D. Overdraws are legal in all classes except i@uit long bow and Traditional Hunter.

E. There is no limit to the number of pins on asigxcept in the Hunters classes (HCM,
HCF, HCAM, HCAF, HCMM, HCMF).

F. Any equipment that falls outside our existingdglines will be put in the open class
until such time that the ABA board of directors caake a ruling to decide which class
equipment in question should be placed in.

G. Equipment failures must be visible and agreezhuyy the majority of the group.

Upon agreement, the shooter must have his/hercaai®initialed by the entire group as
an equipment failure. The scorecards of the shaatarthe equipment failure will be
totaled and initialed by the scorekeepers befareitg the range. At that time, the
shooter (with the failure) only must proceed foravdirough the course to the range tent,
and notify a ABA range official.

If there are three or more shooters remainingengtfoup, they may continue shooting. If
two or less shooters remain, they must join thiedahg group, (unless, by joining the
following group it will make a group of 6 or more)) step aside and await a range official
before continuing. The range official will hold thvedividual's scorecards until the repair
is completed and he/she is escorted back ontatiger The range official will determine
the amount of time necessary to make the needed ré&he time element will not be
abused. A range official must escort all persorsmntering the range to the designated
target.



Equipment may be re-checked as the individual nsttw the range. Any shooter leaving
the range without following the guidelines of rl&5-G will be disqualified.

16. Class advancement by age - If a shooter chaaggesn or after the first leg of the
Triple Crown, he/she will maintain their presenbsting class, (future bowhunters, cub,
youth and seniors), until the conclusion of thesaguent Triple Crown Championship. If
their birthday falls before the first leg of thegle Crown, he/she shall advance to the
next higher age group.

17. No alcoholic beverages may be carried or coegsupnm any range or practice area by
anyone during shooting hours. (Note, if in the apinof an ABA range official it is
decided a shooter is under the influence of algahal range official can recommend
denying that shooter's future participation in &BA sponsored competition).

18. In order to decide tied scores:
1. The shooter with the most 12's will be the wmifeboth shooters have the same
number of 12's

2. A shoot-off will be held, using a 3-D animaldat set at an unknown yardage with a X
placed in the center of the highest scoring arba.drrow closest to the center of the X
will determine the winner. If only one shooter regent at the shoot-off, he/she will be
declared the winner

19. If a fixed pin/cross hair sight is used, (iasdes that require fixed pins), it may not be
adjusted while on the range during a tournament.

20. One golf size umbrella only, may be used astimoting stake.
21. Un-sportsmanlike conduct will not be tolerat&dy action considered un-

sportsmanlike will result in disqualification. Itilwbe considered un-sportsmanlike
conduct to assist a shooter by projecting any ilhated aiming point onto any target.



22. The winner of the Western States Triple Crovmar@pionship in his/her trophy class
who wins twice, consecutively, must move to the eyoalass or a different trophy class
unless the movement will effect the continuationhef class. The decsion will be made
by the rule committee and Shoot Director upon cetiuh of the BHH. All traditional
classes are exempt from this rule.

23. Spectators are allowed on the course duringdh®etition

Spectator Rules: No binoculars or cameras allowedan not assist a shooter in any
way. Can do nothing that interferes with the compation or any competitor. Any
violation will be the disqualification of said shodter.

COMPETITIVE CLASSES DEFINED

THERE MUST BE AT LEAST THREE PEOPLE IN EACH CLASSICONSTITUTE
A COMPETITIVE CLASS AT THE FIRST LEG OF THE TRIPLEROWN. A CLASS
WITH LESS THAN 3 PEOPLE WILL BE ELIMINATED AND COMETITIORS
WILL HAVE TO MOVE TO ANOTHER CLASS.

RULE VIOLATIONS:

Any person in violation of the above said rules bardisqualified from that event and
may be suspended from membership. There will ngdobe warnings given on rule
infractions. Any person suspended from memberslilpat be allowed to shoot any
sanctioned event that shooting year or as dirdnyedtie ABA board of directors. Anyone
that is suspended from membership, and violatsstie, could be permanently
suspended from ABA membership and all of its sanetil events.

Any shooter who disobeys shoot officials orderd| e disqualified from that event, and
may be suspended from membership.

Littering or improper disposal of trash will be citered as un-sportsmanlike conduct.
